CLAS 329: Final paper guidelines

The final paper (3-4 pages double-spaced, 12pt Times New Roman font, one-inch margins) must be submitted on Canvas by Wednesday, June 12 at 11.59pm. There will be no extensions.
The paper should analyze what the Life of Aesop can tell us about Greco-Roman slavery, both the reality of slavery but also the ideologies and anxieties surrounding the institution.
In your paper, you should consider the following questions:

1. What does the Life of Aesop tell us about the institution of Greco-Roman slavery and/or the lives of slaves?

2. What does the Life of Aesop tell us about the ways in which masters (or other free people) viewed, thought about, and/or represented slaves and slavery?

Give specific examples from the text of the Life of Aesop to illustrate your points. That is, cite specific passages by paragraph number and explain what the passages themselves tell us about slavery. Avoid lengthy direct quotation: I’d rather see your words.
No outside research is required for this paper!  However, if you’d like to bring in other material (from lecture or assigned readings) to bolster your argument, or to present an interesting comparison, please feel free to do so.

Citation
When you cite something—whether you quote it directly or simply mention or summarize it—you should use either footnotes or in-text parenthetical citations. 
1. Here’s an example of a footnote:
The Life of Aesop shows us some of the ways in which slaves were poorly treated. For example, in one episode, an overseer hits a slave working in the fields with a stick.

2. Here’s an example of an in-text citation:

The Life of Aesop shows us some of the ways in which slaves were poorly treated. For example, in one episode, an overseer hits a slave working in the fields with a stick (Life of Aesop 9).

If you cite any of the readings from GARS, you have two options:

1. You can cite the GARS number: e.g. GARS 206; or

2. You can give the author, title, and book/line/paragraph number as provided in GARS: e.g., Aristotle, The Householder, 1, 5

Plagiarism is not acceptable and will be penalized!
