TAN’S RECOGNITION OF HERITAGE/TURNING POINT/REALIZATION

· Crucial connection between family, upbringing, and heritage

· Mom’s language/dialect symbolizes Tan’s rickety bridge between her unappreciated heritage and now environment’s culture

STARK CONTRAST BETWEEN “PROFESSIONAL” & “HOME” ENGLISH DIALECTS IS RECOGNIZED; PROMTING TAN’S SELF-EVALUATION

· Reversal of character (demonstrates ETHOS)
· Association between heritage and language

· On a level deeper than just the surface/superficial/short-lived judgmental views of peers

· Expression of regret and guilt

CONNECTION BETWEEN PERSONAL DOWNFALL AND AUDIENCE THROUGH EMOTION (demonstrates PATHOS)

· Tan’s emotional journey/emotions encountered/developed can be experienced in various contexts

POST—“AUDIENCE-ENGAGEMENT”
· Accomplished: linking audience to their own cultures and influences

· Portray Tan’s determination to redeem herself and do her family and heritage justice

METACOGNITION: APPLICATION OF ETHOS

· Re-summarizes Tan’s character development
· Transition: reflection to deciphering of journey

· Language is tailored to distinctive needs, capturing essence of a culture

CONCLUSION: CULMINATION OF ETHOS, PATHOS, LOGOS

· Ethos: ethical appeal

· Pathos: emotional appeal

· Logos: Association between language and character development

PERSONAL REDEMPTION (STORY) IS RELATABLE AND COMES IN OTHER VARIATIONS/CONTEXTS, THEREFORE IT IS LOGICAL TO CONCLUDE THAT LANGUAGE IS A SIGNIFICANT CONSTITUENT TO CHARACTER AND VALUE DEVELOPMENT
